The collection
boxes will be located in front of the fellowship hall. The items will
be delivered to the Hershey Ronald McDonald House on February
7th, at the annual Farmers Care Day.



Parents Night Out is a program that allows parents of young
children to have a date night while the members of the
congregation babysit for them at the church. This could benefit
Maple Grove and also be an outreach to the community. This
program was presented to the Ministerial Team and received
their support.

We realize that couples work hard and are busy but need some
time together — like a date night. We would like to provide a night
of free babysitting for them once a month so they can eat out,
catch a movie, get with friends or just stay home.

We are looking for volunteer baby sitters (couples, men or
women) from 6:00 — 9:00 pm (parents may come back earlier if
they want to). The children will be divided into three groups.
Birth — 2, 3-5 and 6-11. “Parents Night Out”, will be the second
Friday night of each month. Our goal is to start this by Feb. 9t".
There will need to be security clearances done on all those
working with the children so if you are interested, please let us
know soon as possible.

Parents must sign up one week before the service so we are sure
to have enough volunteers for the amount of children. We will
have emergency contacts, medical conditions, cell phone numbers
and special information for each child.

It is our prayer that this service shows our young parents that we
appreciate them and we hope they invite their friends or couples
they know who do not have a church to go to. If you are
interested in helping with this outreach — please let Joyce Rheam,
Sandy Tussey or Lynn Peachey know. We will contact you once
the program gets ready to launch.

SINGLE & PARENTING, a program that offers practical help and hope
to single parents, will begin at the Juniata Valley YMCA, Burnham on
Mon., Jan. 22. The program will run 6:30-8 PM each Monday evening
through April 23. Parents participate in video seminars and small group
discussions that explain how to wisely encourage their kids to obey, how
to help their hurting child(ren), how to eliminate debt, how to deal with
verbal onslaughts, and how to figure out what their emotions are telling
them. Single & Parenting will run congruent with DC4K, a program for
children ages 5 years to 12 years. DC4K is a student support group for
children whose families are experiencing separation/divorce. At DC4K,
kids are engaged in crafts, games, activities, DVD dramas, and music, and
will be engaged in this program while parents are participating in SINGLE
& PARENTING. For more information on either or both programs, call or
text 717-437-4946.
